• Preparing and submitting feedback for the Day Camps & providing recommendations for future programs 

 
Qualifications: 

• Minimum completion of Grade 11. Some post-secondary education or related fields are considered a strong 
asset.  

• Experience working in a day camp or related setting as a leader or volunteer 

• Experience supporting children with disabilities and behavioural challenges to be actively involved in a day camp 
setting is an asset  

• Knowledge of age-appropriate activities (games, sports, outings and arts & crafts) for children ages 6 to 14 years 

• Excellent communication and interpersonal skills 

• Demonstrated leadership & problem-solving skills 

• Ability to work independently and cooperatively within a staff team 

• Ability & willingness to work within a culturally, economically and socially diverse community 

• Current First Aid/CPR C certification 

• Familiarity with working within a budget and tracking expenses 

• Demonstrated administrative skills in program planning, word processing and reporting
